I.  TEDA/ Tianjin Area

A. Geography

TEDA is located 180 kilometers southeast of Beijmgthe east coast of the
Bohai Bay on the Mainland of China and 50 kilometeast of Tianjin. Tianjin
municipality occupies a total area of 11,760 sqkdmmeters including 33
square kilometers in TEDA, where the school is tedand 48 square
kilometers in West TEDA. Tanggu is a nearby comia¢end tourist area
just 6 kms from TEDA.

B. Population
Tianjin’s population is approximately 12.5 million.TEDA has a population
of 143,000 permanent residents and 329,300 emoyee

C. Economy

Tianjin/TEDA is an important seaport, a centerrafustry, trade and tourism,
and one of China’s 14 free economic zones. In 1B8%hinese government
established Tianjin as a coastal “open city” with independent right to
import and export. It was also granted speciabetgrivileges and local
administrative jurisdictions. Tianjin is ranked #&city among the top 50
major cities in China in terms of economic stren@iBDA has been ranked
Number 1 by the Ministry of Commerce China for Best Economic
Development Area for the last 9 years.



Tianjin actively seeks to develop closer relatiopshwith other countries and
regions around the world. The city has alreadst#sthed fraternal relations
with cities from 6 countries including Canada, Japdnited States, France,
Germany and Russia.

Tianjin International Airport is one of the 16 imtational airports in China.
Tianjin is connected directly by air to over 40estin China and around the
world including: Shanghai (1.5 hours), Tokyo (2burs), Seoul (1.75 hours)
and Hong Kong (3 hours).

D. Culture

Tianjin is well known for Shiba Jie Mahua (friedisted dough), Goubuli
Baozi (steamed stuffed bun), Erduoyan Zhagao (heeidoean balls). Blessed
with a variety of tourist attractions, Tianjin/TED#&a good place to explore.
The top ten attractions in Tianjin, known as Jin&hijing, are GuWenhua
Jie, Dagu Fort, Huangyaguan Great Wall, Dule Temghe River, Water
Park, Panshan Mountain, Hotel Street and Foodtsttedture Street, Tianjin
TV and Radio Tower and Zhonghuan Cailan. The Werkfid largest Ferris
Wheel is suspended over the river.

Tanggu is also a picturesque area to be explordddiyor bicycle. Music,
dance and traditional culture activities are readilailable and happen
throughout the year.

E. Customs and Traditions

Most Chinese people are courteous to foreignersiey &re generally curious
but reserved until they see that you are friendly apen to them. Some
people will stare at you or gather around you wy@mare shopping and to
see what you are doing or buying. Chinese people tdferent attitudes and
ideas regarding different things because of thadkiground, education and
culture.

F. Food and Drinks

There are many excellent Chinese and western rasiispubs in TEDA,
Tanggu and Tianjin. Many foreigners reside in TERAd many restaurants
have menus that include English or pictures. TiaREDA is well known
for its seafood dishes, traditional Chinese cuigituek and hot pot. In
addition, in both TEDA and Tanggu western chaitaasants like
McDonalds, KFC, Pizza Hut, Star Bucks, etc. arelalbke.

G. Shopping and Transportation



Shopping in China is quite an experience. Onebaagain in most shops
and stores except the larger department storesnet8oes one can beat the
price by half or more. There are several modepadeent stores and
shopping malls in TEDA, Tanggu and Tianjin. In dide to Chinese chain
stores there are Walmarts from the USA, Carriférosn France, and Metros
from Germany all located in Tianjin. Tesco, Renegiaind Vanguard are two
large grocery department stores that are convéyilectted near the school.
In addition to taxis and busses, a fast train &lakle from the nearby stops to
Tanggu and Tianjin. The “Bullet” train to and frddeijing can be taken from
Tanggu. (56 minutes!)

H. Sports and Recreation

There are several major sports facilities in TEDW dianjin.  Soccer is
popular to play and to watch. There are plentyaxtks, fields, and
basketball courts around the community and, of smuon-site at the school
campus. TEDA/Tanggu is a cyclist's dream. Flat easly to navigate, it is
easy to get around.

. History and Geography

During the Sui Dynasty, military campaigns prontptee development of
Tianjin into a trading center. Until 1404, Tianjvas called "Zhigu" (), or
"Straight Port". In that year, the Emperor Yongémamed the citylianjin,
literally "Heavenly Ford", to indicate that the Eempr (son of heaven) forded
the river at that point. This is because he hadeddorded the river at Tianjin
while on a campaign to wrest the throne from thgnieg Emperor.

The land where Tianjin is situated was created dxjirsentation of various
rivers entering the sea at Bohai Bay ( ), including the Yellow River,
which entered the sea in this area at one point.

A fort was established at Tianjin, known as Dagut,Factually 50 kilometers
east on the mouth of the Hai River.

Tianjin was promoted to a prefecture in 1725. Tirm@ounty was established
under the prefecture in 1731.

In 1856, Chinese soldiers boardddhe Arrow a Chinese-owned ship
registered in Hong Kong and flying the British flaly was suspected of
piracy, smuggling and of being engaged in the opiate. They captured 12
men and imprisoned them. In response, the BritiehFrench sent gunboats
under the command of Admiral Sir Michael Seymourcépture the Dagu



Fort ( ) near Tianjin in May 1858. At the end of the fipsirt of the

Second Opium War in June of the same year, theti@seaf Tianjin were

signed, which opened Tianjin to foreign trade. Tiwaties were ratified by
the Emperor of China in 1860, and Tianjin was fdiyn@pened to the
outside world. Between 1895 and 1900, Britain arahEe were joined by
the empires of Japan, Germany and Russia, and lBv@ountries without
other Chinese concessions such as Austria-Hundfaty, and Belgium, in

establishing self-contained concessions in Tiagagh with its own prisons,
schools, barracks and hospitals.

Today, Tianjin prefecture with Tanggu and TEDA emjanajor port status
and is rapidly growing into a modern port and mastdring area.

TEDA is a well planned modern suburb of Tianjin lwia growing
infrastructure and increasing manufacturing cajtesl The city boasts
easy banking, shopping, and recreation. The futpl@ns include the
establishing of TEDA as a “Green” community utitigi the most current
technologies for energy and utilities.

J. Climate and Weather

Tainjin and TEDA have a moderate climate, partlg ttmthe influence of the
sea. In mid-summer, temperatures register in 6R8®s range, some days
with high humidity. In the winter, temperaturesxgeally hover near 0,
although temperatures may drop to as low as -26edsdC, witha strong
wind from the North that produces a severe wintelt éactor.
